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2020 update: despite COVID, we managed to complete some more work in the area this year:

A We continued to collaborate with AEP, Cows and Fish, the pipeline owner and previous partners
A We checked out the site in the summer and decided the area needed a little bit of extra work.

During our monitoring trip in June
2020, we were heartened to see
the 2019 willow stakes were
starting to sprout in the riparian
area.There was no further vehicle
intrusion, however we could see
some impacts from cattle and
there was still runoff occurring
from bare upslope areas.
